Minutes of the meeting held with potential tenderers 
Drawn up on 29/11/2012 at the time of the meeting with potential tenderers interested in participating to the procedure of public procedure 015/2012, procurement of goods, System for Digital and Offset Printing for the purpose of printing final results of the Census of Population, Households and Dwellings, 2011 in the Republic of Serbia in the open international procedure for the Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia, beginning at 11:00.
Present are the representatives of the following tenderers:

The president of the Commission has greeted the attendees, informed them that potential questions that cannot be answered immediately will be answered in written in due time. The answer will be sent to all potential tenderers. The questions may be asked within 21 days prior to the date of tenders opening, and the procuring authority is due to provide answers to all questions within 11 days prior to the date of tenders opening. He has thanked all the persons for their attendance and said that the meeting aims at helping one another in other to complete as successfully as possible the public procurement, after which he has given the floor to the secretary of the Commission.

The secretary of the Commission has informed the present representatives that the public procurement procedure is conducted according to PRAG rules because the funds for the public procurement were ensured for the major part from the donation of the European Union through the Instrument for Pre-Accession Assistance to potential candidate countries.
The attendance has been informed that the rule of nationality and origin of goods must be respected when submitting tenders. The list of the countries that are acceptable from the aspect of tenderers’ nationality and origin of machines proposed to the Procuring Authority has been submitted. Participation of tenderers registered in business registers, which are not indicated in the documentation submitted to the attendance, particularly in registers from China and Japan, is not acceptable. If printing and digital machines originating from China and Japan are proposed (these two countries are cited because there are situated a larger number of companies manufacturing the requested goods of the procurement), the tender will be disregarded. 
Tenderers asked the following questions:

1. Why is the reference for participating to the procedure set up at 6.000.000,00 Euros and refers only to the sale completed in the public procurement procedure when the subject of the public procurement is 440,000,00 Euros, because it is common practice that the reference is required to amount at most to the double of the estimated procurement value?

· The answer is that the turnover of 6.000.000,00 Euros refers to the total turnover and corrections will be made in the tender documentation, and that the answer to the second part of the question will be submitted in written to all potential tenderers.
2. It has been noticed that the requested criteria can be met only by one tenderer.
3. A question has been asked about the complaint procedure?

· The answer is that the complaint is to be filed to the Procuring Authority which will respond to it. The decision may be changed only by the Contracting Authority. In case of actions contrary to PRAG rules by the Contracting Authority, the European Commission may penalize the Procuring Authority by refusing to finance the given public procurement.

4.   A question has been asked if the budget is final and if procurement by lots is possible.
· The answer was that procurement by lots is not possible and that the budget is final, but that one does not know if the budget comprises taxes to be paid on machines. 
5.   A question has been asked about how the origin of proposed goods is going to be proved.
· The origin of proposed goods will be proved according to PRAG rules (certificates of Chambers of Commerce, …)
6. A question has been asked about the annual approximate circulation foreseen for printing on digital machines.
· Tenderers will be informed later on.
The president of the Commission has informed the attendance that it is possible to convene additional meetings with interested potential tenderers, if requested and deemed necessary. 
The entire documentation relative to the public procurement is available on the website of the Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia.
The meeting ended at 11:20.
